1. Shut off power at the fuse box or circuit box and remove the old 1 Canopy (A)
fixture including the mounting hardware.

pliers to remove and discard excess chain (E). 1 Bulb (L) (Not Included)
5. Open one end of chain (E) and attach it to fixture loop (F1) with the 1 Fixture Body (M)

help of Quick Link (G1) and allow them to rest on fixture body (M).
Open the other end of chain (E) and attach it to ceiling loop (F2)

with the help of quick link (G2) then close chain (E).

Carefully lace fixture's wires through chain (E).

Pass fixture wires through ceiling loop (F2) and Mounting Plate (B).
The supporting cable (J) is provided to support weight of fixture while

Otherwise, connect the fixture ground wire directly to the mounting ]
plate (B) using green screw (K) provided. Ground Wire ———&L I |

11. Install the canopy (A) via canopy screw (1).
