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INSTALLING THE MOUNTING BRACKET

Tools Required: Phillips screw driver; slotted screw driver; step-ladder; wire cutters; electrical tape.

Step 1. Secure the Mounting Bracket to the ceiling outlet box using the screws provided
with your outlet box in conjunction with the lock-washers provided with the fan. If there
is no outlet box, attach the mounting bracket to the ceiling with four screws and
washers provided. Make sure the bracket is tight and secured (FIG.1)

Step 2. Lift fan into position by hanging the motor assembly onto the hook from the
ceiling mounting bracket allowing it to hang freely.
