MOUNTING OPTIONS

If there isn't an existing mounting
box,then read the following
instructions.Shut the power off at
the circuit breaker or fuse box.

Secure the hanger bracket directly
to building structure via the knock
outs from the outlet box. The
building joist and its supports must
be able to fully support the moving
weight of the fan (at least 501bs)

Figures 1,2 and 3 are examples of
different ways to mount the outlet box.

Note:You may need a longer
downrod to maintain proper blade
clearance when installing on a
steep,sloped ceiling. Longer
downrods are available from your
Minka-Aire™ dealer.

To hang your fan where there is an
existing fixture but no ceiling
joist,you may need to install a
hanger bar as shown in Fig. 4
(available at your Minka-Aire™
dealer).

HANGING THE FAN 4.

REMEMBER to turn off the power.
Follow the steps below to hang your
fan properly;

Step 1. Remove two knock-outs from the
outlet box to expose the joist. (Fig. 5)

Step 2. Use the two wood screws and
washers to secure the hanger bracket plate
directly to the building joist via the knock-
out holes from the outlet box. (Fig. 6)

CAUTION! THE HANGER BRACKET PLATE

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Step 7. Carefully feed fan wires up
through the downrod. (Fig. 10) Thread
Downrod into the Coupling until the holes
are lined up and secure with the Lock Pin
and Hitch Pin previously removed, tighten
Set Screws. (Fig. 11)

Step 8. Slip Coupling Cover, Decorative
scroll Canopy Cover and Canopy onto
Downrod. Carefully re-install the Hanger
Ball onto the Downrod being sure that it's
properly positioned over the Cross Pin
and the wires are not twisted, tighten Set
Screw. (Fig. 11)

Step 9. Lift the Motor Assembly and
place the Hanger Ball into the Hanger
Bracket. Rotate the Motor Assembly as
needed until the check groove from the
Hanger Ball rests firmly over the
registration tab from the Hanger Bracket.
Motor Assembly should not rotate if this
is done correctly. (Fig. 12)

5. ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS

WARNING:To avoid possible electrical shock be
sure electricity is turned off at the main fuse or
breaker box before wiring.

Note:The Hand Held Remote or Wall Control
units included with your ceiling fan are equipped
with 16 code combinations to prevent possible
interference from or to other remote units. The
frequency switches on your Receiver and
Transmitter units have been preset at the factory,

lease re-check to make sure the switches on

oth units are set to the same positions. The
frequency settings should be changed only in
case of interference or if a second or more
remote controlled ceiling fans are installed in the
same structure. Any code combination will
operate the ceiling fan and light as long as the
Receiver and Transmitter units are set to the
same codes (Fig. 13)

Step 1.Insert Receiver into Hanger Bracket with
H}e ﬂlzzt) side of the Receiver facing the ceiling.

Step 2.Motor to Receiver Electrical Connections:
Connect the WHITE wire from the fan to the
WHITE wire marked "TO MOTOR N" from the
Receiver. Connect the BLACK wire from the fan
to the BLACK wire marked "TO MOTOR L" from
the Receiver. Connect the BLUE wire from the fan
to the BLUE wire marked "For Light" from the
Receiver.

Note: If your ceiling fan features an UP Light:
Connect the ORANGE wire from the fan to the
ORANGE wire marked "For Up Light" from the
Receiver. Otherwise disregard this step and
proceed to secure all wire connections with the
plastic wire nuts provided. (Fig. 15 & 16)

Step 3. Receiver to House Su%l{\{ Wires
Electrical Connections; Connect the TE wire
(Neutral) from the outlet box to the WHITE wire
marked "AC in N" from the receiver. Connect the
BLACK wire (Hot) from the outlet box to_the
BLACK wire marked "AC in L' from the receiver.
Secure all wire connections with the plastic wire
nuts provided. (Fig. 15 & 16)

Step 4.If your outlet box has a GROUND wire
(Green or Bare Copper) connect this wire to the
Hanger Ball and Hanger Bracket Ground wires. If
%/our outlet box does not have a Ground Wire,
hen connect the Hanger Ball and Hanger Bracket
Ground Wires togethér. Secure wire connection
with the plastic wire nut provided. (Fig. 15 & 16)

After all splices are made, check to make sure
there are no loose strands. As an additional
precaution we suggest to secure the plastic wire
connectors to the wires with electrical tape.

Note: Fan must be installed from a maximum
distance of 40 feet from the transmitting unit for
Proper signal transmission between the
ransmitting unit and the fan's receiving unit.

FINISHING THE INSTALLATION 7.

Slide the Canopy up over the
Hanger Bracket and place the
keyholes from Canopy over the two
screws from the Hanger Bracket.
Rotate Canopy until it locks at the
narrow section of the

keyholes. While holding the Canopy
in place with one hand, slide the
Canopy Cover over the screw heads
and rotate until snug. (Fig. 17)

8. ATTACHING THE BLADES

THE FOLLOWING OPERATION
MUST BE ACCOMPLISHED BEFORE
INSTALLING THE LIGHT KIT.

Step 1. Attach the fan blades to the
blade holders using the screws &
washers provided. (Fig 19).

Step 2. Align holes from blade holder
to motor and secure with 2 screws
provided. (Fig 20).

All blade sets are grouped by weight.
Because natural woods vary in density, the
fan may wobble even though the blades
are weight matched. The following
procedure should correct most fan
wobble. Check after each step.

INSTALLING THE LIGHT KIT &

Warning:Shut off the power supply before
removing or replacing lamp. In handling of
halogen bulb, care should be taken not to
touch it with your bare hands. Oil residue
will shorten the life of the halogen bulb. If
you accidentally come into contact, wipe
thoroughly with a clean, lint-free,cotton
cloth. Allow the bulb to cool for 10 minutes
before changing the bulb. Use light bulb in
accordance with the fan's specifications.
DO NOT EXCEED THE MAXIMUM WATTAGE
RATING.

Step 1. Remove one of the three screws
from the light plate and loosen the other
two (do not remove). Plug the 2 wires from
the fan to the two wires from the light Kkit.
(Fig. 21)

screws previously loosened (use the two
key-holes from the light kit) and turn until it
locks into place. Install the 3rd screw
previously removed and securely tighten all
three screws. (Fig. 21)

Step 3. Install the 2-50w Mini-Can halogen
bulbs (included). (Fig. 22)

Step 4. Remove the finial, nut and washer
from the threaded rod. (Fig. 22)

Step 5. Install glass shade over the
threaded rod and secure in place by
replacing the washer, nut and finial
previously removed. (Fig. 23)

10. OPERATING THE REMOTE CONTROL /

WALL CONTROL

Remote Control only:Install a 9
volt battery (not included). To
prevent damage to transmitter
remove the battery if not used for
long periods of time.

Restore Power to Ceiling Fan.

A. HI-MED-LOW Buttons: These
buttons are used to set the fan
speeds as follows;

HI = High Speed

MED = Medium Speed

LOW = Low Speed

B. FAN OFF Button:
This button turns the fan off.

C. The "LIGHT"button turns the
light ON or OFF and also controls
the brightness setting. Press and
release the button to turn the light
ON or OFF. Press and hold the
button to set the desired brightness.
The light will cycle continuously
between bright and dim setting as
long as the button is held down.
The light key has an auto-resume, it
will stay at the same brightness as
the last time it was turned off.

D. OFF-ON Slide Button (Wall
Control Fans Only)

This button turns the power Off and
On to the Fan and Light(s).

E. REV Button: (Full Function
Remote Control Units Only)

This button is used to change the
direction of the rotation of the
blades; forward for warm weather
or reverse for warm weather.

NOTE: If your Remote Control or
Wall Control does not have a "REV"
button, Please look for a slide
reverse switch on the motor

housing.

Speed settings for warm or cold
weather depend on factors such as
room size, ceiling height and
number of fans.

NOTE: to change the direction of
the rotation of the blades the fan
must be in operation mode.

Warm Weather (forward)

A DOWNWARD airflow creates a
cooling effect as shown in Figure
24. This allows you to set your air
conditioner on a warmer setting
without affecting your comfort.

Cool Weather (Reverse)

An UPWARD airflow moves warmer
air off the ceiling area as shown in
Figure 25. This allows you to set
your heating unit on a cooler
setting without affecting your
comfort.
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CARE OF YOUR FAN 11.

Here are some suggestions to help
maintain your fan.

1. Because of the fan's natural
movement some connections may
become loose. Check the support
connections, brackets and blade
attachments twice a year. Make sure
they are secure. (It is not necessary to
remove fan from the ceiling).

2. Clean your fan periodically to help
maintain its new appearance over the
years. Use only a soft brush or lint
free cloth to avoid scratching the
finish. Plated finishes are sealed with
lacquer to minimize discoloration or
tarnishing. Do not use water when
cleaning, this could damage the
motor, wood blades or possibly cause
an electrical shock.

3. If your fan is provided with wood
veneer blades; you can apply a light
coat of furniture polish for additional
protection and enhanced beauty.
Cover small scratches with a light
application of shoe polish.

4. Use a lint free lightly damp cloth or
duster to remove dust from the
blades.

5. There is no need to oil your fan.
The motor has permanently
lubricated bearings.

6. If your fan is provided with glass
shades, clean with lukewarm soapy
water and a soft cloth or sponge. DO
NOT IMMERSE GLASS SHADES IN
HOT WATER. DO NOT PUT GLASS
SHADES INTO AN AUTOMATIC
DISHWASHER.

WARNING!
Make sure the power is off
at the electrical panel box before you
attempt any repairs. Refer to the section,
"Electrical Connections".
