ASSEMBLING THE FIXTURE (Fig. 1)

1. Shut off power at the fuse box or circuit breaker box and remove
the old fixture including the mounting hardware.

2. Carefully unpack your new fixture and lay out all the parts in a
clean area. Take care notto misplace any small parts necessary
for installation.

3. To begin assembly of your fixture, first slip frame (fr) along wires then
lock with knurled nut (2).

4. Take the fixtures loop (K) and thread onto stem (st1), then slip along
wire and tighten.

HANGING THE FIXTURE (Fig. 2)

Thread all thread (D) into ceiling loop (F) until snug.

6. Thread all thread (D) into crossbar. Note: The length of all thread
(D) into crossbar maybe adjusted if necessary.

7. Use lock washer (B) and hex nut (E) to secure all thread (D) to

8. Take crossbar assembly and mount to junction box (JB) LB

Note: 2x quick links are provided and they must attach to both ends

of chain (I).

13. Connect the electrical wire as shown in Fig. 3, making sure that all .|
the wire connectors are secured. If your junction box has a ground [ |
wire (green, or bare copper), connect fixture’'s ground wire to it. i
Otherwise connect fixture ground wire directly to crossbar (A) using (A
green screw provided. o
14. Tuck wire connections neatly into junction box (JB). .
15. Raise canopy (H) over ceiling loop (F) and secure with collar ring (J). ’;:,:‘." wire

FINISHING THE FIXTURE (Fig. 1) I

16. Install 8x E12 base light bulbs (LB) up to 60 watts each or CFL or LED [ 4
equivalent (not included) in accordance with the fixture specification. ;f—,'/'-'

ACCESSORIES INSTALLATION (Fig. 1)

17. Tobegininstalling the accessories, unwrap alabaster strands from
their packing, and arrange them according to size or length.

18. There are six different lengths of alabaster strands.

19. All alabaster strands have a hook on one end. Just take the hook at L H
end of the strand and hook it through one end of the holes on frame. P \‘)
20. It would be easier to install in this order: (f2),(a5),(a4),(a3),(a2), then ("
